JUSTIFICATION FOR ATTENDANCE AT FPA SEMINARS AND
FPA MEMBERSHIP ( FPA REQUIREMENTS FOR TRAINING )

The following information is gleaned from the FPA Constitution, FPA By-Laws, the APA, USDOD and ASTM:

1.  Each FPA member shall abide by the FPA Constitution, Code of Ethics, Standards & Principles of Practice and the Constitutional By-Laws.

2.  The FPA is a recognized, and approved, division of the APA. 

3.  The FPA has adopted and abides by the APA Preamble and Purpose of the APA.

4.  Article VIII of the FPA Constitution: (Meetings) - …..shall have, as a minimum, two 


meetings annually. This includes general membership, seminar and business types


of meetings.

5.  The Randall Jones School for Continuing Studies was established as a means to



maintain minimum standards in the polygraph profession and to further the 


credentials of FPA members.

6. Adopted 1986 – The CP, or Certified Polygraphist Designation, shall be awarded to 


those qualified FPA members who desire to improve their professional


qualifications through training and education

a. original certification requires graduation from the Randall Jones School for

Continuing Studies, which is a total of 96 hours of FPA training.

b. certification is not permanent and has to be renewed each five (5) years by

a minimum of 64 hours of training within a five (5) year period. This

training requirement is FPA training except 16 hours, which can come from

approved outside sources
